Born in Atlanta, GA, Lois Curtis spent her adolescent and adult life as a residentin vari-
ous state-run institutions. After her repeated requests to be allowed to live in the
community were denied, Ms. Curtis sued the state of Georgia.ln 1999, her case came
before the U.S. Supreme Court. Victorious,the landmark decision declared, "Unneces-
sary institutionalization amounts to segregation and is a violation of individual civil
rights under the Americans with Disabilities Act". Her case became a national man-
date to free tens of thousands of people with disabilities from unnecessary

and unjust institutionalization.

Lois Curtis has been as significant a contributor to Civil Rights as Rosa Parks and
countless other heroes of the movement. In June, 2011, Lois Curtis met with Presi-
dent Barack Obama in the Oval Office and presented him with one of her works.
